Report on ‘English for Teaching: Teaching for English’ Workshop
The Continuous Professional Development Program (CPDP) of Punjab Education Foundation (PEF) aims to provide technical assistance to PEF Partner Schools. In an attempt to increase the capacity of its Subject Specialists, PEF-CPDP in collaboration with the British Council organized a five day workshop titled  ‘English for Teaching: Teaching for English (ETTE).

 ‘English for Teaching: Teaching for English (ETTE) is a British Council project that helps teachers of English language in the Central and South Asia region improve their language and teaching skills.
ETTE is particularly designed for teachers who live in far-flung areas, and who have not yet benefited from training or development opportunities. ETTE helps school teachers improve their performance in the classroom by enhancing their access to materials, methods and opportunities for their professional training and development’ (British Council, ).
The workshop was held from 17th-21st May, 2010 at Jahan Ara Memorial Welfare School, Lahore. 24 Subject Specialists for English from twenty-one disricts of Punjab attended the workshop. Ms. Roudaba and Mr. Fareed were the nominated trainers from British Council.

The module of the training focused on enhancing the pedagogical skills and teaching skills of the teachers. An interactive workshop, it was based on activities using either none or low cost materials.
